La frase “vestido de domingo” ha perdido gran parte de su
significado en la sociedad actual. Algunos se lamentan de que
la gente ya no se ponga elegante para asistir a la iglesia los
domingos; otros consideran que es un sintoma saludable que
nos vistamos tan informalmente cuando nos reunimos ante el
Sefior como en los demas lugares.
